"WWe have identified an increasing sl
which rizes with the dosage of
ibuprofen and the time it 1s used," said
Professor Hippisley-Cosz "We want to
seethis study followed up."

Theresearch - publizhed in the Brtish
Medical Jourral - identified 9,218
patients aged 25 to 100 in England,
meotland and Wales who had suffered a
heart attacls for the first tme dunnga
four-vear penod.

Theyalzn toolk into account nisk fctors
for heatt attack such as age, obesity and
smoking, as well as looldng at whether
there was existing heatt dizease.
Patients talang NEA D i the three
months before their heart attaclc had a
greater risk than those who had not
talzen the drugs for three years.

Theresults showed the risk ofheart
aftack increaszed by 24 per cent in those
talang thuprofen and by 55 per cent in
those on diclofenac.
